Gina is still tutoring the little boys who have come to us
that did not have any former education. She had to stop
for a few months because of an operation.

We built an outside dining room. The room we were
using as a dining room will be a living room where guest
can sit down and chat.

Because of the gangs, we could not take the boys that
wanted to be baptized, so we built an outside one at
HOF. They dug a hole, lined with block and cement with
steps down into it. They have used it for some of Director
/Pastor Bato’s congregation also. A much needed
blessing.

We bought a non-electric sewing machine. Fanes, one of
our older boys who graduated from high school wanted
to learn sewing. He took classes before he finished high
school. He just graduated from sewing class in
December. We are hoping he will be able to sew
uniforms for school children since all schools require

We took in about 20 refugees staying at House of Faith
Orphanage because of the gangs burning down people’s
houses or just terrorizing them. We are a haven to many.

For Christmas we had a special meal for the boys. Picture
is on Facebook page above. We also were able to give 34
families of Bato’s congregation/others a relief package of
rice, beans, and oil in December. We thank you.

All boys received 2 sets of sandals and church shoes this
year along with a school uniform and other clothes. Also,
each boy was able to go to the dentist for a cleaning.
Some needed fillings.

God has blessed us this year with people like all of you.
God has provided for us all year. Food for the year was
$19,506, Education was $9,064 and Medical $3280. We
also bought a used motorcycle to go buy food. The gangs
did not bother Bato. All gangs have motorcycles, so
perhaps they thought he was one of them.

Because of gangs heavily in our area, Bato sent his three
children to live in Brooklyn, NY with Gina’s relatives.

Bato, or one of the older boys, have orphanage devotions
on the flat roof every night. The boys have learned how
to pray with faith, believing. There have been timeswhen
I was sick in Haiti. Those boys would come to me, lay their
hands on my head and pray, and | would be healed. They
are a joy to my heart. | miss them so much since we have
not been there since Covid (2019) and the gang wars.

I miss all my boys at House of Faith. Some are new, and
I only know them by pictures that Bato sends to us. | also
miss the evangelism trips we took to find souls for Christ.
